
ATC050 - Oakle Street to Bulley Lane - Churcham

Crossing improvements such as 
dropped kerbs and tactiles at B4234 
New Road / Pillowell Road Junction.

Consider the opportunities to adapt 
the gated access at the end of 

Wesley Road to a more accessible 
arrangement (BS5709 standard).

Explore the feasibility of 
resurfacing the existing route and 
providing lighting between Wesley 

Road and Pillowell Road.

·Assess the opportunity to provide a new shared use crossing 
between the Wesley Road / Pillowell Road cut through and the 

existing footway on the northern side of Pillowell Road.

Consider options to better manage 
vegetation creep on the northern side of the 
Pillowell Road footway and implement better 
lighting to ensure route is not compromised.

·Review bollards on the 
Pillowell Road / Main 

Road bend and consider 
removal to increase 

available width.

Explore opportunities to 
implement parking 
controls along Main 
Road to address on 

footway parking which 
limits available space.

Review of bollards and grass verge to 
explore options to widen footway on the 

northern side of B4234 New Road.

Crossing improvements such as 
dropped kerbs and tactiles at B4234 
New Road / Wesley Road Junction.

Potential new foot/cycleway provision required as 
there is no existing provision from Oakle Street. 

Potential to designate Oakle Street as a Quiet Lane. 

Crossing improvements such as a signalised or 
controlled crossing to potentially include dropped 

kerb tactiles at the Oakle Street / A40 junction. 

Review of existing national speed limit in place 
outside Churcham Primary School. 

Potential to provide cycle parking at 
the A40 / Bulley Lane junction.

Crossing improvements such as 
dropped kerb tactiles at the A40 / 

Bulley Lane junction.

Undertake a study to explore the 
feasibility of delivering footway provision 

on the western side of Mill Hill. 
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
